Protected by a brick built porch;
illuminated by a carriage lamp; uPVC
entrance door with a leaded glass panel;
terracotta tiled floor; large obscured glass
uPVC double glazed window; useful coat
rack and boot store; step up to the timber
front door which has a stained leaded glass
panel.

Currently used as a sitting room with a
dining area; feature living flame gas fire in
a cast iron surround, with antique style
ornate tiling, on a marble hearth on a
polished timber surround and mantel shelf;
large uPVC double glazed window to the
front; central heating radiator with
thermostatic control; coved ceiling; dado
rail; power points; television point;
telephone socket; stripped polished timber
door with frosted glass panels leading to
the internal hallway; stripped polished
timber door with frosted glass panels
leading to:-

Fitted with an excellent range of wall and
base units with pitched pine finished doors
and pelmets and antique brass handles;
glass display unit; under unit lighting;
granite effect work surface; tiled between
the worktops and units; composite stone
sink and drainer with monobloc mixer tap;
canopy extractor fan and light over the
freestanding gas cooker; uPVC double
glazed window to the side; space for
fridge freezer; plumbed for automatic
washing machine; power points; stone
effect vinyl floor covering; Shaker style
timber panelled ceiling and walls; coved
ceiling; half glazed door leading to the
side.

Providing access to the three bedrooms,
bathroom and WC through stripped pine
panelled doors; central heating radiator with
thermostatic control; dado rail; uPVC double
glazed window; loft access; power points; large
storage cupboard with shelving.

Large uPVC double glazed window
overlooking the rear garden; central heating
radiator with thermostatic control; coved
ceiling; wall to wall fitted carpeting; power
points.

This room is currently used as a study
area/guest room and has an abundance of light
from the patio door which leads out onto the
rear garden and large uPVC double glazed
window; coved ceiling; dado rail; central
heating radiator with thermostatic control,
power points; computer point; antique oak
effect laminate flooring.

Large uPVC double glazed window
overlooking the rear garden; central heating
radiator with thermostatic control; Shaker style
painted timber panelled ceiling; wall to wall
fitted carpeting; power points.

Containing a white twin gripped panelled bath
with chrome mixer tap and pop-up waste with
a Triton T80OXR electric shower over and a
curved glass shower screen; the white wash
hand basin with chrome mixer tap and pop-up
waste is set into a cupboard unit, fitted to the
wall; designer chrome ladder style towel
rail/radiator; modern limestone effect tiling
with a mosaic frieze; obscured glass uPVC
double glazed window; ceiling in low
maintenance limestone effect panels with inset
downlighters and the floor has limestone
effect tiling.

Containing an off-white close coupled WC
with chrome fittings; obscured glass uPVC
double glazed window; Shaker style painted
timber panelling from floor to ceiling; central
heating radiator with thermostatic control;
marble effect vinyl floor covering.

The driveway provides parking for two
vehicles; the garden is laid to lawn with a
mature shrub island bed; paved pathway
leading to the front door and round to the side
of the property; privacy to the side behind a
wrought iron bolted gate; the pathway
continues up the side of the property where
there is a cold water bib tap close to the
kitchen door; this is paved and protected by a
timber panelled fence.

The garden measures 15.72m (51°) in length
and has a paved patio area which is finished
by a dwarf brick wall with stone cappings;
beyond this is a lawned area and a Gold Coast
shingled seating area and a child’s play area
which has a bark covering; useful large shed
on a block base. This is a private garden, not
overlooked to the rear; beyond the timber
panelled boundary fence there are mature oak
trees.
