The property benefits from double glazing throughout and is warmed by gas fired central heating.

Directions: From Chorley Town Hall, turn right into Union Street then right at the roundabout onto the by-
pass. At the roundabout at the junction with Lyons Lane, turn right into George Street and across
the roundabout into Pall Mall and continue onto Moor Road. At the major roundabout turn right
then first left following the signs for Charnock Richard. Proceed up Butterworth Brow and into
Dob Brow, and the road then becomes Chorley Lane. Carry to the end of Chorley Lane and at the
T-junction turn left onto Preston Road and take the second turning on the right into Town Lane and
the property can be found on the left hand side.
