This deceptively spacious has been most tastefully
restored using period features such as the lovely cornice ceilings.

The property is situated in the West Pennine Moors area overlooking the wooded foothills.

Other points to note are gas fired combination central heating, fitted with uPVVC double glazing and there is
the added advantage of a detached rear garage.

Directions: From Chorley Town Hall proceed along Park Road and head north along the A6 in the
Preston direction. At the Hartwood roundabout turn right following the signs for
Blackburn A674, passing the Red Cat. At the Dressers Arms crossroads turn right for
Brinscall. At the T junction with St Johns School on the right, turn right into School Lane.
Continue to the bottom and at the end turn left into Railway Road. Continue along
Railway Road and the property is the fifth on the left after Churchill Road.

This attractive carved stone entrance is
illuminated by a wall mounted coach lamp;
period hardwood door.

The room overlooks the attractive wooded
area of the foothills of the West Pennine
Moors through the uPVC double glazed
picture window under which is a central
heating radiator with thermostatic control;
there is further heating by a coal effect
electric stove (with gas point) on a tiled
hearth with a pine surround; wall to wall
fitted carpeting; period cornice ceiling;
power points; fitted alcove cupboard,;
telephone socket; storage area under the
balustraded staircase which rises to the
first floor.

As seen from the photographs, this has just
been designed and has not yet been
furnished, but contains an antique oak
floor; central heating radiator with
thermostatic  control;  period  cornice
ceiling; half glazed door to the rear; uPVC
double glazed window fitted with Venetian
blinds; entrance to the:-

The post formed laminate worktops to this
fitted kitchen extend to matching breakfast

preparation bowl and monobloc mixer tap;
plumbed for automatic washing machine;
tiled between units in glazed ceramic tiles;
power points; gas and electric cooker
points; halogen down lighting; tile effect
laminate flooring.
